










Columbia Center Blvd BNSF Rail Road Grade Separation 

The City of Kennewick awarded Apollo, Inc., the task of constructing 
a pre-stressed grade separation bridge structure, 81 feet in length, 
for Columbia Center Blvd.  A $7,406,963 valued project.  The goal of 
the project is lowering and re-aligning 7,850 linear feet of BNSF Rail 
Road track including the installation of approximately 5,150 linear 
feet of storm drain, 746,000 cubic yards of earthwork haul, and 
street reconstruction.  

 
The scope of work included: 

• Complete construction of bridge 
structure for Columbia Center Blvd 

• Removing 746,000 cubic yards of 
dirt over a mile of land 

• Replacing over a mile of new track. 
• Reconstruction of Columbia Center 

Boulevard. 
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Terrace Heights Area Improvements 

Apollo Inc was contracted to construct new 75 foot girder bridge for 
Yakima County Public Works in the Terrace Heights Area.  Also, as part of 
the contract, Apollo Inc was asked to widen an existing concrete box cul-
vert bridge; and widen an existing two-lane road to four lanes, for one 
mile.   
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Tapteal Overpass was a $1.6 million dollar fast track two-span bulb tee pre-cast 
concrete overpass for the City of Richland.  The project took five months to com-
plete.  Apollo was awarded a $25,000 dollar incentive for our 3 month early comple-
tion.  Apollo was able to maintain constant traffic flow in both directions during the 
entire construction process.   
Apollo’s contract included the following scope: 

• Apollo placed 30,000 cubic yards of structural fill 
• Apollo constructed 4,200 linear feet of six to twenty foot high retain-

ing walls 
• Apollo constructed a half-mile of roadway, utilities, curb, gutter, side-

walk and landscaping for this project
