This $429,620 valued Design Build project is owned and operated by  
the Wildhorse Casino, located on the Confederated Tribes of the 
Umatilla Indian Reservation, Pendleton Oregon.  
 
Scope of work consisted of:  6400 SF shipping and receiving building, including 
site work, utilities, concrete foundations, slab and erection of the pre-
engineered steel building, complete Electrical ,HVAC and Fire Sprinkler Sys-
tem.   The project also included value engineering, preconstruction estimating, 
and constructability review.    
 
Completed in an accelerated process and on time, even with the inclusion of a 
change order to install the fire/sprinkler system.  The power stems had to be 
connected to the existing casino building in order to tie into the power. This was 
done without disrupting the existing structure. Apollo recognizes that this pro-
ject was important for the Tribal Casino to keep their facilities functioning 
smoothly and we wanted to work toward that end by finishing on time and un-
der budget.
